
Course Name: Nursing in Pharmacology 

CRN NURS2002  CRN 91414 (Section 51) 

Description  Pharmacology in Nursing presents the concepts necessary to 

facilitate critical thinking and judgment in the use of chemical 

agents and to provide a theoretical base for the knowledge 

required to administer medications. The course presents a 

brief history of pharmacology and its relationship to nursing.  

Information on drugs in current use, including Pharmacokinetics 

and Pharmacodynamics, therapeutic uses, adverse reactions, 

precautions and contraindications are presented.  Interactions 

of drugs and food, psychosocial aspects of drugs use, and drug 

abuse are also included.  In addition, the use of over the 

counter medications, and nutrient supplements are discussed. 

Economic considerations are included within the context of 

community considerations. Growth and development 

considerations are included with the pharmacokinetic and 

pharmacodynamic discussions of each drug. 

 

     The nursing process as it pertains to pharmacotherapeutics 

is the integrating concept which relates nursing to 

pharmacology.  Nursing implications and responsibilities 

involved in the administration of medications are integrated by 

the presentation of the content through case studies and 

development of instructional information for patient education. 

In addition, the roles of the nurse in assisting the client 

develop and implement a plan of self-care in medication 

administration which will achieve optimal therapeutic effects is 

integrated.

When can I start my class? 

Typically, access to course materials begins on the 1st day of classes 

each semester.  The first date of Summer 2008 semester is Monday, 

May 19th, 2008.  You may add the course to your Blackboard 

account after 08:00 AM on May 19th, 2008. 

Is this online course self-paced? 

This course is NOT a self-paced course, in that students are 

required to diligently meet scheduled dates for assignments (case 

studies) and assessments (exams) that must be completed during 

specific time periods throughout the semester. 

To complete an online course, youõll obviously need access to the 

Internet.  If you travel, or use different computers (at home, at 

work, on the road...), each computer used will need to be 

configured properly.  (see the next section) or youõll have difficulty 

completing your course assignments. 

Blackboard CE requires some browser setup! 

Youõll be accessing online course materials using an online system 

called Blackboard CE (formerly called WebCT).  To access 

Blackboard CE course materials, youõll need to use a web browser 

that works with CE6.  To be sure your browser is supported by 

Blackboard:

Another way to check your browser and its set-up is to go to the 

Blackboard CE log-in page at 

http://elearning.cnm.edu/webct/entryPageIns.dowebct  and click 

on the òCheck Browseró button.  This link checks the browser and 

operating system youõre using and walks you through some 

browser settings that you may need to change.  As part of the 

browser check, youõll receive instructions for enabling Java, setting 

your browser cache, enabling cookies, and enabling pop-up 

blockers from the CNM domain (CE 6 uses pop-up windows).

How do I access my course?

Pharmacology Heading.  Click on this link and select the Section 51

4.  Once you have added your course, you may log-in to 

Blackboard CE6 using your new user name and password.

your òMy Blackboardó page appears, youõll find a listing of all
