Q: Ikeep seeing my Fall
2008 Courses in my Course
List. When are they going to
be removed?

A: The Fall 2008 Courses will
be removed by mid-February

Q: Are Hybrid Courses the
same as Web Enhanced
Courses?

A: No. Hybrid Courses

Web Enhanced shells are not
Distance Learning courses.
Web Enhanced shells are
Blackboard shells used by face
to face Faculty to enhance their
classroom courses.

Q: Can any CNM Faculty
member request a
Blackboard Web Enhanced
shell?

A: Any CNM Faculty member

(full time or part time) can
request a Blackboard shell to
enhance their courses by filling
out a Course Request Form:

Q: Are Web Enhanced
shells copied automatically
between terms?

A: No. Only those Distance
Learning Courses processed by
Enrollment Services are
automatically created between
terms. Web Enhanced shells
need to be requested every
term.
